What makes every American a typical one is a desire to get a well-paid job that will cover their credit card. A credit
card is an indispensable part of life in America. In other words, any American knows that how he or she handles their
credit card or cards, either will help them or haunt them for years.
In the U.S. getting a card isn’t as hard as it used to be. Some companies now mail applications to high school students,
rather than waiting for them to get into college. At their best credit cards allow their owners to reserve hotel rooms,
rent cars and finance larger purchases over several months. At their worst, cards allow people with poor money
management skills to get into a high-interest debt.
For those who are deep in credit card debt, there are some Credit Services agencies that offer anyone in America both
online or telephone, and face-to-face counseling. The counselors may propose a debt management plan. The plan
includes lower interest payments for clients and setting up a pay off timetable. The agencies’ average client makes
about $32,000 a year and has more than $16,000 debt in the program. Usually the agencies charge zero up to $30
monthly to manage the debt service plan.
Credit Services counselors advise, that if an American gets divorced, he or she may eliminate all joint debts by paying
them off or transferring debt into a one-name account. Even in happy marriages, the agency advises that the husband
and wife should each have a credit card in their name only to establish separate credit histories.
Once debts have been repaid, an American can re-establish his/her good credit by applying for a secured credit card
and paying the balance off regularly. A store credit card usually is the next step, followed by applying for a major
credit card such as a Visa or MasterCard.

New Year’s Day (January 1) — Americans celebrate the beginning of a new year at home, with friends, and in
gatherings from the Tournament of Roses Parade in California to the giant gathering in New York’s Times Square.

Washington’s Birthday (third Monday in February) — The birthday of George Washington, the first president of the
United States, has been a legal holiday since 1885. A number of states also celebrated the February 1 — the birthday
of Abraham Lincoln, the 16th president. Some legislators advocated combining the two events into a single holiday.
Many Americans now call the holiday "Presidents’ Day," to honor both Washington and Lincoln or all presidents.
Memorial Day (last Monday in May) — This holiday honors the lives lost in every war conflict. The Uniform
Holidays Act established a federal legal holiday, fixed on a Monday, beginning in 1971. All 50 states observe the
holiday
Independence Day (July 4) — The Independence Day holiday commemorates the adoption of the Declaration of
Independence by the Second Continental Congress on July 4, 1776.
Labor Day (first Monday in September) — the Labor Day holiday commemorates the contributions of working men
and women. For many Americans the holiday demarks the unofficial end of summer and beginning of the school year.
Thanksgiving Day (fourth Thursday in November) — A variant of the harvest festivals celebrated, this holiday is on
the fourth Thursday is November. Thanksgiving is typically celebrated at home. It remains the occasion for a large and
festive meal, and for expressing thanks, for that bounty.
Christmas Day (December 25) — Most Protestants and Roman Catholics and some Orthodox Christians celebrate the
birth of Jesus on December 25.

Russia is a huge country and that is why Russian cuisine is a rich collection of diverse cooking traditions. Russian food
has its own peculiarities due to the country’s severe climate in winter and its forests rich in berries, mushrooms in
summer. Traditional Russian dishes are often made of vegetables, different crops, dairy products, fresh-water fish,
poultry and meat.
For breakfast Russian people usually have milk porridge, syrniki (cottage cheese pancakes) or an omelette. Lunch is
more sufficient and it often consists of a salad, a plate of soup and a main course. For dinner the Russians love fish and
meat dishes with garnish (rice, buckwheat, mashed potatoes and stewed cabbage). Traditional pelmeni (meat
dumplings), holodetz (meat jelly with pieces of meat, carrot and garlic) or golubtsy (cabbage rolls with minced meat)
are special masterpieces of the national culinary art. The Russians also have salads, meat pies, apple pies, vareniki
(cottage cheese, cherries or potatoes dumplings) and pancakes for dinner.
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The most traditional Russian salads are Olivier, “Herring under a furcoat” and vinegret. All of them are a nourishing
mixture of various ingredients such as boiled eggs, boiled vegetables (potatoes, carrots, beetroot), sausage or meat,
onions, green peas and cucumbers.
Russian cuisine is famous for the variety of soups: shchi (cabbage soup), borsch (red beetroot soup), ukha (fish soup),
solyanka (thick soup made of pickled veggies, meat and sausage) and rassolnik (pickle soup). A plate of hot and spicy
soup helps to stay warm during long cold winters. And one of the favourite soups during hot summers is okroshka
(cold vegetable and sausage soup based on kvas). All kinds of soups are normally dressed with sour-cream. It is
notable that Russian people eat bread with all dishes.
Traditional Russian drinks are hot black tea with jam or honey, compote (stewed fruit drink) and kvas (drink made
from rye bread).
The Russians are good at preserving fruits, vegetables and mushrooms. Classic Russian appetizers: pickled cabbage,
tomatoes, crispy cucumbers and even apples — are always on a festive table.
Russian people have always been known for their hospitality. They are happy to welcome guests with lavish dinners
with abundance of food on the table.

Television is very important in the modern society. Valuable information is a criterion of choosing TV programmes.
Such TV programmes and TV channels that give complete and accurate information are very popular in any country.
But sometimes people like to watch something funny, and see sensations. That’s why every TV company has many
entertainment programmes to any possible taste.
TV is a popular entertainment in Great Britain Almost every citizen of the country watches TV at least 4 hours a day.
Public television service in Britain began with the British Broadcasting Corporation (BBC). Its programmes appeared
in 1936 and were the first in the world. By 1958 the BBC programmes were available to over 98 per cent of the
population and were transmitted from 20 stations. The BBC service is one of the oldest in Great Britain and has its
special character. The BBC studio productions come from eight main London studios and eight small interview
studios that are located in England, Scotland and Wales.

By the Television Act of 1954 the Independent Television Authority (ITA) appeared. In 1955 the first regular
independent television (ITV) service appeared by a programme transmission from the ITA stations. By 1958 the
company had seven stations in all parts of Great Britain and nearly three-quarters of the total number of homes with
television sets were able to receive the ITV. The ITV programmes are produced at modern studio centres in London,
Birmingham, Manchester, Glasgow, Cardiff, Newcastle and others.

Generally speaking, both the BBC and the ITV services provide programmes of music, drama, light entertainment, and
films. Religious programmes are also a feature of both services. Advertising is excluded from the television
programmes of the BBC. The ITA programmes are interrupted by advertising but it is some restrictions. There are
many advertising intervals in and between programmes. This method is often criticized as it sometimes spoils the
programme. But British people watch TV with pleasure. It helps them to learn what has recently happened in their
country and abroad, receive interesting information and a lot of fun.
