Schools are not designed to be Covid-free and they are turning into hotbeds of disease

With coronavirus cases surging, 1500 schools infected and up to 25,000 teachers self-isolating, schools are frightening
places to work in.

Today I stood in a room, without a mask, facing six different classes of 30 unmasked teenagers, for around six hours. I
don’t know if any of them were infected with COVID. Just as I don’t know if any of the 30plus teachers I spent time in
meetings with were. Right now, I don’t even know if I’m infected.

Yet I’m one of the lucky ones. The room I mostly teach in at present is large. In an ideal world, and if the weather
continues like this, which it won’t, I could open the windows and it would be reasonably well ventilated.

But schools aren’t made to be COVID-safe. Let me tell you why.

To get to my classroom I have to push open five heavy doors. Each door is touched by me and up to 100 other hands
multiple times every day. Possibly hands that have been coughed or sneezed into or have wiped a runny nose. And
unlike the doors you breeze through to get into the supermarket, they are all fire doors, so they can’t be propped open.
The school I work in is doing its best to clean everything, but there’s certainly not someone wiping down the door
every time it’s used. And we know the students all touch the same handrails before they touch the door. Obviously, I
avoid doing that.

When I get to my classroom, I’m supposed to stand in an area two metres square, marked by tape at the front of the
room. Pupils aren't allowed into that space and most of my students are very respectful of that. But the way that we
teach these days is not the way that Michael Gove thinks teaching takes place. We walk around the room, quietly
talking to pupils who need to be disciplined, quietly supporting those who are feeling anxious and quietly encouraging
those who don't understand the work, but who would be mortified and discouraged if you made a big public show of it.
Support teachers are in an even worse position. They sit next to and work very closely with the one or two individuals
with issues such as dyslexia or other disabilities. Quite often they are older ladies who are vulnerable.

It's all a much more intimate style of teaching than Gove probably experienced himself, but this is how we are
supposed to teach today, and that’s how Ofsted expect you to operate.

Yes, teachers in some very exceptional schools might be able to direct rows of silently attentive children from the
front. But in the school where I teach, which is in a deprived urban area in the North of England, it’s very different.
And as a supply teacher, I often don’t yet know the children well enough to quickly spot and discipline the
troublemakers in time to head off disruptive behaviour. The most difficult students don’t respect the teacher’s space.
They may get up and walk around or shout. They are a hazard.

We’ve instituted staggered arrival and lunchtimes to reduce crowding, but the reality is that when five classes of 30
kids pour out into the corridor to go to lunch, they simply do not stay two metres apart. It’s just not realistic. The girls
all want to hug each other and the boys want to play fight.

Despite the fact that we know that COVID-19 is most easily transmitted when an infected person is in close,
prolonged, indoor space with others, most teachers aren’t given masks or visors. In fact, when I arrived nobody was
wearing them in classrooms, bar perhaps one or two worried children and a couple of members of staff with health
conditions that made them especially vulnerable.

I was quite shocked by that. I asked why and was told it was a ‘personal choice’. But I feel that we need leadership on
this from the top. Where is the scientific guidance as to what is safe in the classroom? Why aren’t senior management
routinely wearing masks to create a culture where everyone does?

Admittedly, mask-wearing in the classroom is complicated. Because I'm a supply teacher, I get a pretty hard time
sometimes from pupils. You might remember this from your own schooldays. Also, I have classes that are difficult to
manage at the best of times. Teachers rely very heavily on my facial expression to express disapproval or show a pupil
that I know it’s them who is talking. Also, because I’m at the front of the class, trying to stay in my metre square box,
I’'m doing a lot of talking, and it’s hard to project through a mask. So, I only wear one in corridors and when moving
around the classroom.

So, what about those windows I mentioned earlier? Most of the classrooms are in an old building. This means they
have high-ceilinged rooms, which feel reassuringly airy, and have windows that open. But today’s classrooms don’t
have blackboards, they have whiteboards. These are screens which require images and film to be projected onto them.
But if the room is bright, then the pupils can’t see anything. So, we have fabric blinds over the windows — they are old
and tatty and schools can’t afford to replace them. And if I open the windows the blinds fly about, hitting kids on the
head, making a hell of a racket and letting the light in. It sounds such a small thing, but it makes a significant different
to how effectively you can deliver lessons.

Another year group I teach is stuck in more modern classrooms that have obviously been built on the cheap. These
have low ceilings and are too small for the 30 pupils in them.

The desks literally go to the back wall with no space behind them. In these rooms, the teacher’s desk abuts the front of
the desks of the nearest pupils, so there’s no room for spacing. I remember arriving in this classroom, thinking where
the hell do I stand?

As a supply teacher, I’'m very aware that if I catch COVID and move from school to school before I develop
symptoms, I could be in contact with up 200 children in a single school in a single week, and of course, also in contact
with other staff who would be more vulnerable to becoming sick. This could make me a super-spreader and it worries
me a lot. Especially as I live with a vulnerable person myself.

At several schools I know, key heads of department are off work with symptoms and unable to get tests. Or they are
waiting up to 72 hours for results. With budgets for supply at breaking point, people are starting to feel stretched very
thin.

The tone of the unions isn't helping, because it's so angry. But of course, they want to protect us. I’d prefer it, though,
if they focused on coming up with solutions to the real safety issues we face. In many schools they are struggling even

The Guardian view on youth crime: a lasting tragedy
For most of this country the hot weather over the long weekend was a delight. It may have removed the occasion for
grousing about the unseasonal rain, whatever the season may be, which is one of the traditional folk customs of the
English, but it left plenty of scope for others: cursing the incompetence of train companies or grumbling in a traffic
jam on the way to a garden centre. But in those parts of London where bank holiday expeditions to the seaside, the
garden centre or anywhere else don’t figure large in people’s lives, the weekend was one of crime and the fear of
crime. Four people were shot, the youngest 13, and one, a 17-year-old boy, died. Three more men were victims of an
acid attack; a 43-year-old man was stabbed. These are horrifying statistics, and each statistic is to the people involved
a tragedy as well. The words of Pretana Morgan, whose son Rhyhiem was killed on Saturday, need to be heard: “Let
my son be the last and be an example to everyone.” It’s sadly certain that her son won’t be the last. The weekend’s
violence continues a trend that has been horribly apparent all year and suggests that London is now becoming as
violent as some American cities. But what can be done? The worst possible response would be to routinise it, and no
longer to see what is happening. The gap between the England of garden centres and traffic jams in the sun and the
pavements of the inner cities must not widen further or both will suffer.
This is not a problem with any one solution. Policing cuts have certainly not helped. The restoration of visible
neighbourhood policing may be a necessary part of restoring a sense of neighbourhoods rather than territories. The
Tottenham MP, David Lammy, has pointed out the role of the illicit drug economy in fuelling both violence and gang
culture. The link that he sees this making between rich and poor is entirely malign: money is transferred from rich
neighbourhoods to poor ones not through redistributive taxation but by the purchase of drugs. Beyond that there is the
role of social media in amplifying age-old patterns of adolescent male aggression and boasting, so that the YouTube
video becomes a champion’s challenge to the opposing army. The breakdown of traditional family structures, and then
the destruction of those welfare arrangements that were meant to help and support single mothers, tend to leave young
men lost, dangerous and endangered. All of these factors must be addressed, which is beyond the scope of the Home
Office, or even the government, alone. Civil society must do its part. Public interest in the murder rate in London will
fluctuate with the headlines and when they move on, the crimes will be as forgotten as the weekend’s weather. But
public policy should remain steadily focused. Politicians must distinguish between problems that are urgent and those
that are important, and the importance of this one will not diminish, tragically, for years.

Review of the CopyPro
I am quite pleased with this machine, and I think it offers tremendous value. One
of the things I particularly liked about the CopyPro is that it prints at a normal speed
with decent quality, which is unusual for printers in this price category. It has five
levels of quality, although the draft mode is not recommended—pages are very light
and dotty.
CopyPro claims its ink is both water resistant and smudge-proof. I tested these
claims by putting some color pages under running water; the ink did not run, and when
the pages dried, the ink did not come off, even with rough handling, which supports
CopyPro’s claims. This is important for business users who make mailing labels and
are concerned about exposure to the weather, and for home users worried about the
durability of the photos they print.
The CopyPro comes with four separate ink cartridges, meaning users can replace
the colors as they run out. This is convenient, and it is cheaper in the long run than
using a single cartridge for all colors that has to be replaced more often.
The CopyPro has two memory card slots that can accommodate most types of
camera memory cards. I find this to be very convenient—I can plug in my camera’s
card and print, without connecting my computer. However, the CopyPro Instant Photo
Expert software was disappointing. It has minimal features and is not a replacement
for full-featured photo editing software—the software that came with my digital
camera is much better. Still, CopyPro Instant Photo Expert does let you resize your
photos, rotate them, do basic color correcting, and some other things.
In short, I think this is a good machine, and the low price makes it a good value.

Crime in Russia

In 2018, the number of recorded murder offenses and attempted murders decreased by approximately 73 percent
compared to 2000. Another indicator of the improvement of the crime situation was a steady fall in the incarceration
rate, which went down by nearly 200 prison population per 100,000 people over the past decade.

In today's Russia, homicides, crimes causing intentional serious harm to health, and rape combined together account
for under two percent of total registered offenses. Civil society groups in the country pay special attention to the
problem of gender-based violence, as domestic abuse and sexual harassment are being named among the main issues
faced by women and girls in Russia. Crime against juveniles is another area of concern, with nearly five thousand
criminal acts of a sexual nature against children under 16 years old recorded in 2018.

Economic crimes like theft and fraud are considered the most common categories. Corruption represents one of the
major problems in the country, with over half of the population worried about it in 2019. However, since 2015, the

number of registered bribery cases decreased nearly twofold. This might be explained by the anti-corruption program
run by the state, as the government publishes a national anti-corruption plan every two years since 2008.

Parents and children interact less when reading electronic books together than printed ones, a study suggests.

Researchers from the University of Michigan found parents talked more about the technology than content when using
electronic books.

With print, the frequency and quality of interactions were better, said lead author Dr Tiffany Munzer.
The results of studying 37 pairs of parents and toddlers appear in the journal Pediatrics.

In the study, the parents and children were observed reading three different formats - printed books, basic electronic
books on a tablet and enhanced e-books with features such as sound effects and animation.

The study found that with e-books parents ended up focusing more on the technology, including, for example, telling
children not to push buttons or change the volume.

'Important for development'
The study found that with electronic books, parents asked fewer questions and commented less about the storyline.

The researchers found that electronic book enhancements were likely to be "interfering with parents' ability to engage
in parent-guided conversation" during reading.

The study authors advise parents who do use e-books for story time to "consider engaging as they would with the print
version and minimise focus on elements of the technology itself".

Dr Munzer said non-verbal interactions, including warmth, closeness and enthusiasm, helped create "positive
associations with reading that will likely stick with children as they get older".

The study authors suggested future studies should look at e-book designs that actively support parent and child
interaction.

"Reading together is not only a cherished family ritual in many homes but one of the most important developmental
activities parents can engage in with their children," said senior author Dr Jenny Radesky.

"Our findings suggest that print books elicit a higher quality parent-toddler reading experience compared with
e-books.

"Paediatricians may wish to continue encouraging parents to read print books with their kids, especially for toddlers
and young children who still need support from their parents to learn from any form of media."

Dr Munzer said: "Shared reading promotes children's language development, literacy and bonding with parents."

She said while many of the interactions between parents and young children reading together might appear subtle, they
were important in promoting healthy child development.

Parents might ask questions of the child prompted by the book or relate the story to something the child had
experienced.

The reading time could also lead to open-ended questions, such as asking the child what they thought of the book.

"Parents strengthen their children's ability to acquire knowledge by relating new content to their children's lived
experiences," said Dr Munzer.

"Research tells us that parent-led conversations are especially important for toddlers because they learn and retain new
information better from in-person interactions than from digital media."

Young people in Britain have almost entirely abandoned television news broadcasts, according to Ofcom, while half of
the country now gets its news from social media.

While the average person aged 65 and over watches 33 minutes of TV news a day, this falls to just two minutes among
people aged 16-24, according the media regulator’s annual news consumption report.

The decline has been driven by audiences moving away from traditional live broadcast channels, where they might
watch a popular drama and leave the channel on during the evening news bulletin, towards watching catchup content
from streaming services.

The shift could have major implications for British politics, given services such as Netflix do not provide any news.
Political parties have traditionally considered the BBC’s 10pm news bulletin to be their most important outlet for
getting their message across to large swaths of the public, which in turn can shape policies being proposed and how
they are presented.

I haven’t seen a healthy version of marriage': children of divorce on the lasting impact

First it was taboo, now it’s commonplace: how the Divorce Reform Act has shaped family life over the past 50 years
1l never forget the day my parents told me that they were getting divorced. It was the late 90s, I was 11, and I had
returned from school clutching an oil pastel copy of Picasso’s Woman In A Hat (Olga), 1935, which I had made in art
class for reasons now lost to the mists of time. I was excited to show it to them. Instead, they told me I should sit
down, and that their marriage was ending. It didn’t seem appropriate to show off my picture after that.

Seven years later, I saw the painting in real life at the Centre Pompidou in Paris, learning, in a twist of synchronicity,
that Picasso had painted this sad, unflattering portrait of his first wife shortly after their marriage had collapsed. Olga
left Picasso, and my mother left my father, though it was Dad who moved out of the family home. It broke my heart.
It’s now 50 years since the Divorce Reform Act 1969 was drafted. The legislation meant that, for the first time,
couples could divorce without one necessarily having to prove the fault of the other (they still needed evidence of
adultery, unreasonable behaviour, desertion, or separation for two years — or five years if one party did not consent to
the divorce). It liberalised the process, making divorce available to ordinary couples, and giving them the option of a
less adversarial legal process.

The legislation transformed society, changed attitudes, emancipated women, and arguably saved many children from
the emotional damage of being raised in miserable homes. According to the latest figures from the Office for National
Statistics, an estimated 42% of all marriages in England and Wales currently end in divorce; and in 2017, 62% of
divorces of opposite sex couples were on the petition of the wife.

Divorce is now so common that its impact on children and their emotional wellbeing can sometimes be downplayed.
Yet almost every child of divorce I have spoken to acknowledges that it has shaped the way they see the world. It feels
almost childish to speak of the emotional legacy of my own parents’ divorce, how it left its mark on me in a hundred
perceptible and imperceptible ways; after all, it was so many years ago. Yet however well you do it, divorce
determines who we become as adults.

I set out to meet people whose parents divorced in each decade following the 1969 act, to try to understand more about
how it has affected their lives. How has it shaped their attitudes to relationships and marriage? And do they wish their
parents had done anything differently?

By the time my parents divorced, in 2001, almost all my school friends were living in single-parent households, so 1
didn’t feel unusual. Chris Marsh, however, was the only child of divorce in his Church of England school in 1972. The
1970s might now be associated with sexual liberation, but at the start of the decade Britain remained a conservative
society where divorce was stigmatised and rare. In 1971, 74,437 couples divorced in England and Wales. By 1979, the
number of divorces had almost doubled, to 138,706.

Marsh is 57, and when we meet in a cafe near his London home, he tells me that, following a nervous breakdown five
years ago, he is now disabled and unable to work. “I have some days where I can’t leave the house,” he says. A tall,
gentle man with kind eyes, he talks rapidly in a cockney accent not unlike Michael Caine’s.

Marsh was 11 when his parents divorced in 1972. His father was Richard Marsh, then an MP and later chairman of
British Rail. “The divorce was splashed across the front pages of the local newspapers and covered extensively in the
national press,” he says. His father had left his mother for a BBC researcher. One day he arrived in the school
playground and everyone knew. “A group of kids surrounded me, like I’'m a human maypole. Dancing around it going:
“Your daddy’s left your mummy.’” He repeats the taunt in the singsong voice beloved of school bullies everywhere. “I
was overwhelmed,” Marsh says. “I can remember their voices clearly. It was the most traumatic experience I’ve had.”
Sent home from school, he sat in a park, and never mentioned the bullying to his already distraught mother. “I learned
then that this had broken social taboos — that this was something bad.”

Marsh says the experience has left him with an intense fear of being judged, which has affected his whole life,
including the way he dealt with his sexuality. “I’d already learned that you don’t break social taboos,” he says. “I
wanted to conform. I didn’t come out until I was 32.” Marsh has had one long-term relationship, but says he finds gay
marriage at odds with the idea of gay liberation. “[Divorce] taught me that nothing lasts for ever.”

He is scathing about the way cultural attitudes at the time were shaped by the church. “I’m not just an atheist — I
believe religion is dangerous. It sets morals that people can’t live up to,” he says. His early trauma was compounded
by others: his father’s second wife, Caroline Dutton, died in a car crash in 1975, followed by his mother. His father
contemplated suicide. There was so much unexpressed pain. But there was no counselling in the 1970s, he reminds
me; to his father, that would have been weakness. They never really spoke about the divorce.

What, I ask him, would you say to a child whose parents are getting divorced today? “Talk to people. There’s nothing
wrong with feeling confused, upset and angry.” I reflect that I should probably have had counselling, too, but at least I
was able to have open conversations with my parents. “We lost our families,” Marsh says. “When you’re young, the
most important anchor you’ve got is your family.”
