The most common structural type of rhetorical question is a negative-interrogative sentence, but it may also be
without an open negation: “Can the Ethiopian change his skin, or the leopard his spots? (the implication is that they
cannot)

Since the implied statement is opposite to what is openly asked, a rhetorical question may contain irony: ‘Since when
are you interested in such things?” (= I doubt that you are really interested in them)...
